NO LITTLE DISTURBANCE
Acts 19:21-41

When describing his experiences in Ephesus to the church in  Cor-
inth, Paul wrote “I protest, brothers, by my pride in you, which |
have in Christ Jesus our Lord, | die every day! What do | gain if,
humanly speaking, | fought with beasts at Ephesus?” (1 Corinthians
15:31-32). It is very possible that the Apostle Paul had the events
chronicled in Acts 19:21-41 shaping his thinking as he wrote these
words. Clearly, Ephesus was a setting for great spiritual opposition.

At the same time, Paul went on to tell the Corinthian church “But |
will stay in Ephesus until Pentecost, for a wide door for effective work
has opened to me, and there are many adversaries” (1 Corinthians
16:8-9). While some might have viewed Ephesus as a closed door
due to opposition, Paul viewed Ephesus as an open door filled with
opportunities. Today, if you are viewing your circumstances as a
closed door, ponder as to whether or not this is truly an open door
for you to have impact for God’s glory.
